The Scenic Tour of Trails 
(Various times) 

Group rides will be organized and offered monthly to
those equine enthusiasts who want to ride different

scenic trails throughout central and eastern Tennessee at 
places such as Percy Warner Park, Peeler Park Greenway,
Natchez Trace National Scenic Trail and Garrison Creek.
